Navigating in the GStat Pro Program XE "Navigation Hints" 
GStat Pro has many short-cut keystrokes for certain global program actions.

All Data Entry Fields have a certain background and foreground color. Entry Fields are areas of the program that accept user input. There are also fields called Display Fields. These Display Fields are areas in the program that GStat uses to convey information that the program has computed or derived. The user can define these colors in the Program Options dialog under the Display tab. (see Program Options for details).

To navigate or move between Entry Fields you can use several methods. You can use the Tab Key and Shift+Tab to move forward and backward from field to field. You can also use the Arrow Keys on the keyboard. The Up arrow key will move to the previous field, or in some cases, move to the field directly above the field you are currently in. The Down arrow key will move to the next field, or in some cases, move to the field directly below the field you are currently in. The Left arrow will move to the previous field, and the Right arrow will move to the next field. In some cases the next field, or previous field, are on a different tab. In this case the tab will change and the cursor will be placed in the first, or last, field on that tab. You can also use the Page-Down and Page-Up keys to change tabs in any window when your cursor is in an Entry Field.

When the window you are viewing has multiple tabs, when you move to the next field from the last field on the current tab, the program will take you to the first field on the next tab.

GStat Pro's Main Program Screen contains several items that are used throughout the program.

The Main Button Bar is always available to change the window that you are working in. If you hold the mouse pointer over the buttons (hover the mouse) on the button bar, you will see what the button represents from the "Tip Text" that is shown. 

From left to right the buttons as follows: Help; Player Window; Course Window; Score Window; Course Statistical Analysis Window; Player Statistical Analysis Window; League Manager; Program Options; and Exit GStat Pro.

Each button has a keyboard Function key associated with it as a short-cut key (see Short-cut key definitions above).

The Player Name Drop Down List and the Course Name Drop Down List are always visible during the operation of the program. These two lists contain the records that are contained in the database associated with the two items.

The Player Name Drop Down List contains all the players' names that you have entered into the currently opened Database. At the beginning of use, there are no names in the list except the item "All Players". This is used in the statistical analysis windows to see the statistics on all players. This list is sorted alphabetically.

When you change the player name in the Player Name Drop Down List, all associated data in the program will change to the current player displayed. For example, if you are viewing the Player Statistics Window, when changing the player name, all the statistics will change to reflect the current selected player.

The Course Name Drop Down List contains all the courses' names that you have entered into the currently opened Database. At the beginning of use, there are no names in the list except the item " ZDummy Course for Entering Score Differentials ". This course is used to enter in summary score information when you have no course data associated with the score. I'll explain this in a later chapter. This list is sorted alphabetically.

When you change the course name in the Course Name Drop Down List, all associated data in the program will change to the current course displayed. If you are viewing statistics for players or courses, when changing the course name, all the statistics will change to reflect the current selected course. This will occur only if you have selected to see statistics for ONLY a specified course. More on this option later.

GStat Pro 4 is used to keep track of all your golf statistics and calculate certain aspects of your game including your Tracking Handicap Index. The Goals Results Tab shows details of the Player's statistics in relation to the Goal Settings.

· Major Mistake Statistics

"Killer Mistakes" are mistakes that every golfer makes during his/her round. The mistakes are defined below.

The "Killer Mistakes" Statistics are used to keep track of the strokes you lose each round because of four basic mistakes. These four mistakes are:

1. Tee shots that result in a penalty or a restricted second shot

2. Shots within 50 yards of the hole that miss the green

3. Sand shots from greenside bunkers that miss the green

4. Three-putts from within 30 feet of the hole

The statistics shown to you are the number of each mistake per hole plus the number of lost strokes per hole resulting from those mistakes. The window also shows the average score a player would have made if no mistakes were made and also if only half the mistakes were made.

The "Killer Mistake" Statistics can be viewed for any given player, or for "All Players", for any given course or for "All Courses". You can also define an Analysis Period with a start and stop date. A handy feature so you can view your statistics for any given time period. You also have the ability to select a certain Play Type or use all play types when viewing your statistics.

· Complete Reporting Capability

· Tracking Handicap Index or Exact Handicap Computation

The Tracking Handicap Index is computed using one of five methods; The standard USGA Handicap Method, The RCGA Handicap Method, the Alternate Difference From Par Average Method, the UK/CONGU Standard Method, the South African Method, or the Australian Method. If the program uses the USGA Method, then the program incorporates all of the USGA guidelines to compute your Tracking Handicap Index, such as it adjusts your score per the Equitable Stroke Control (ESC) method and will adjust your index if you have a low tournament round. If you use the RCGA Handicap Method, the program will use all the RCGA guidelines to compute your Tracking Handicap Index.

If you want to look over how the USGA computes your Handicap Index, check out the USGA Web site at http://www.usga.org.

The Alternate DFP Average Method is a proprietary method developed by MagaDraw for the sole use in GStat Pro. The method takes the last fifteen score records for the players score history and then takes the best eight Difference From Par (DFP) from the score history. The Difference From Par is computed by taking the adjusted score minus the par (or Course Rating) of the course.

· League Manager Feature

The League Manager lets you set up a league and keep track of the weekly status automatically. You can print out schedules and tee time lists as well as score cards for the weekly play. If you need a specialized league format, I'll create one for free when you register the program.

Getting Started with GStat Pro XE "Getting Started" 
Creating a GStat Pro Database: XE "Creating a Database" 
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The first thing that you see when you start GStat Pro (only on the first time you start the program) is the GStat Caddie Help Wizard. This Caddie wizard will guide you through the process of creating your first GStat Pro database.

GStat Pro does not restrict you on how many databases you create or use with the program. The only limitation is the size of your hard drive or the medium where you will store the database files.

To create a New Database using the Wizard follow the steps below:

1. Select the New option and click the Next button with your mouse.

2. Enter in the name of your Database in the field provided on the next screen. You can enter in any valid Windows file name. Long File Names are supported.

3. Click the Next button.

4. Wait while the program creates the database, then click the Finish button.

 XE "Creating a New Database" Creating a New Database from within the Program:

1. If you have a program Window open, close it by clicking on the Close button on the Window button bar (the red button with the white X).

2. Select File | New Database from the main menu.

3. This will bring up the Save As Dialog. Enter in a file name for the new Database.

4. Click the Save button.

Recording Your Golf Statistics: XE "Recording your Stats" 
To get the most analytical benefits from using GStat Pro you need to commit yourself to entering in as much data as you can collect for each round of golf you play. If you are going to use the program to track your game, the more data you enter the better the analysis you will receive from the program.

If you are going to be using GStat Pro to manage your league, or to simply track your Handicap Index, you do not need to input as much data as you would if you wanted to analyze your entire game.

You can record the data required by GStat Pro in many different ways. If you want to track the minute detail of your game using the Shot Charting feature, then the easiest way to record the data is to print out a Blank Shot Charting Report for the course you are playing. You can print the report out before going to the course and have all the shot codes and input areas on the card to record each shot of your entire round.

If you do not want to use the shot charting feature, there are Blank Score Card Reports to print out and take to the course. This report enables you to record statistics such as Score, Putts, Fairways Hit, Major Mistakes, Approach Distances (which are converted to Drive Distances within the program), Penalties, Up & Down Attempts and makes, and Bunker Up & Down Attempts and makes. 

You can print a Score Card Report that can accommodate up to four players. The Blank Score Card Report can also print out "DOTS" (handicap strokes) on the card to show where your strokes fall for a Medal or Match Play against an opponent, using your course handicap.
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Or you can simply use the score card supplied to you at the course to mark the required information. You do have to write kind of small to fit all the information into the small boxes of the course score cards, or you can use multiple lines on the card for GStat Pro data recording. Some people like to use one row for their score, one for number of putts, one for indicating if they hit the fairway on their drive, one for the Approach Distance and one for the number of penalties. You can do it anyway you like.

Adding New Players XE "Adding New Players" 
To add a New Player record to the Database, follow the instructions below.

· Click on the Player Window Button [image: image1.bmp] on the main button bar. You can also use the keyboard short cut by pressing the F2 Key, or you can use the main menu and select Edit | Player Window. This will open the Player Window. The General Tab will be the first thing that you see (if it is not, click on the General Tab).

· Click on the New Player Button [image: image2.bmp] on the Player Window button bar. The cursor will move to the Player Name Drop Down list above the open window (see Figure 1).

· Enter in the name of the player you are adding. You might want to enter in the Last Name first followed by the First Name since the Player Name Drop Down list is sorted alphabetically.

· Press the Tab key to move to the next field back inside the Player Window.

Note: If when you press the Tab key the cursor moves to the Course Name Drop Down list, use the mouse and click on the Current Index field to bring the focus of the cursor back to the Player Window.

· Select the Handicap Computation Method that you wish to use by clicking the radio button with your mouse.

Note: The Tracking Handicap Index Feature included in this product is for use solely by golfers who seek to MONITOR their USGA Handicap Index issued by a golf club or authorized golf association through member clubs in accordance with the USGA Handicap System. NOTE: This product will not produce a valid USGA Handicap or USGA Handicap Index. This product utilizes the USGA Handicap System which was revised effective January 1, 1998, and will be revised every four (4) years thereafter.

· After you enter in the desired optional information, click the [image: image3.png]


 Save Button on the Player Window button bar. This will save the Player record to the database. You can also press the F3 Function Key to save the record.
· You can enter in as many players as you wish.  XE "Number of Players Limit" The only limit on the number is the size of your hard drive.
Entering in your First Course into GStat Pro. XE "Entering in the First Course"

Adding New Courses XE "Adding New Courses" 
To add a New Course record to the Database, follow the instructions below.

· Click on the Course Window Button [image: image4.png]


 on the main button bar. You can also use the keyboard short cut by pressing the F3 Key, or you can use the main menu and select Edit | Course Window. This will open the Course Window. The General Tab will be the first thing that you see (if it is not, click on the General Tab).

· Click on the New Course Button [image: image5.bmp] on the Course Window button bar. The cursor will move to the Course Name Drop Down list above the open window (see Figure 1).

· Enter in the name of the Course you are adding. Remember that the Course Name Drop Down list is sorted alphabetically.

· Press the Tab key to move to the next field back inside the Course Window.

Note: If when you press the Tab key the cursor moves to the Player Name Drop Down list, use the mouse and click on the Street Address field to bring the focus of the cursor back to the Course Window.

· Enter in the Address and Phone Numbers for the course. Pressing the Tab Key to move between fields.

· Select the Course Type by clicking on either the 18-Holes or 9-Holes radio button in the Course Type frame.

· When using the USGA, RCGA, Alt DFP, or the EGA Handicap Method:

· Enter in at least one set of Course Ratings and Course Slopes. The Course Ratings and Course Slopes are for both Men and Women, but you only need enter in one set per course as the minimum requirement.

NOTE: XE "Course Tees"  If you have more sets of tees for one course than will fit in GStat’s course record, you can create another course to handle the rest of the tee information. To help you with this process there is a utility for copying courses. To access this utility click on the Utilities | Copy Course menu item. You can find out more on this utility later in this chapter.

· To change a Tees Caption or Color Dbl-Click on the Tee Name on the General or Hole-by-Hole Info tabs. Remember that the Tee Caption should remain short since the name of the tee is printed on reports and screens with a limitation of 8 or 9 characters.
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After entering in the information on the General tab, change to the Hole-by-Hole Info tab. You can do this by either pressing the Page Down Key or by clicking on the Tab, or by selecting View | Hole-by-Hole Info View from the menu.

On the Hole-by-Hole Info tab you need to enter in each Holes Distance, Par, and Handicap.

Figure 8 Screen Shot of the Hole-by-Hole Info Tab of the Course Window.

When entering in the  XE "Hole Distances" Hole Distances, the program has an  XE "Auto-Advance: Course Hole Distances" Auto-Advance  XE "Auto-Advance" feature. What this feature does is move the cursor to the next hole after you enter in a distance of 70 or more. The program will also Auto-Fill  XE "Auto-Fill" the Par value based on what distance you entered for the hole.

After entering in the hole distances, double check the Par values that the program generated. If they are correct, move on to the  XE "Hole Handicaps" Hole Handicaps. If you find a Par value that is incorrect, select the incorrect value and type in the correct value.

When entering in the Hole Handicaps the program will Auto-Advance after every entry EXCEPT for the number one “1” handicap hole. You MUST press the Tab key after you enter in the number one handicap hole (except for 9-hole coures).

The program will automatically replicate the Men’s Handicap values for the Women’s holes. If you have not entered in any Women’s tee information, these values will not be saved. You do NOT have to delete them. If you have entered in Women’s tee information, make sure that you enter in the correct values for the hole handicaps.

There are check boxes for each hole to indicate if that hole is a hole that you wish to track your driving distance. Some courses have holes that you can not or do not use a driver and do not wish to use for driving distance averages. If there is a hole that you wish to exclude from the driving distance averages, make sure you un-check the  XE "Exclude Hole from Driving Distance Average"   XE "Driving Distances"  “Check the above Boxes for holes that you wish to include in the Drive Distance Statistics for this Course” option below the tee information area.

The next tab of the Course Window is the  XE "Course Fees/Prices tab" Fees/Prices Tab. This tab enables you to indicate the cost of playing at this course. Both for 18 and 9-holes, for weedays and weekends. Plus the cost of electric carts and pull carts. And costs for twilight and senior rates. There are fields for caddie fees, range balls, and lessons. All of this information is used when entering in score records for the cost of the round. This will be explained later.

The next tab of the Course Window is the  XE "Course Other Info tab" Other Info Tab. This tab allows you to record other information about the course such as Course Description, starting time requirements, head pro, what type of course, amenities, and more. All this information is stricktly for information purposes only and is all optional.

· After you enter in the desired optional information, click the [image: image6.png]


 Save Button on the Course Window button bar. This will save the Course record to the database. You can also press the F3 Function Key to save the record.
· You can enter in as many Courses as you wish.  XE "Number of Courses Limit" The only limit on the number is the size of your hard drive.
Entering in your First Score into GStat Pro. XE "Entering in the First Score" 
 XE "Score Records, Add" Before you can start recording your score statistics in GStat Pro, you need to create at lease one Course Record and one Player Record (see above for details). The Score Window (F4) is where the score detail information is added and updated. The information that you need to create a Score Record is as follows:

The following information is REQUIRED for the General Tab:

· Player Name (the player whom you are entering the score detail for).

· Course Name (the course the score was played on).

· Score Date (the date the score was played).

· The Tees played.

· The Holes Played.

The rest of the information is OPTIONAL:

· Play Type (this can be used to track different types of scores).

· Round Cost.

· Playing Condition.

· Wind Condition.

· Green Condition.

· Temperature of the day.

· Course Condition.

NOTE: XE "Adding Conditions"  You can add new “Conditions” for all of the following lists: Playing, Wind, Green, and Course. You can also add Play Types. To add items to these lists simply select the field in which you want to add an item. Type in the New Item and then press the TAB key to move the cursor to the next field. This will add the new item to the list.

After you have selected the Player Name and the Course Name from the drop down lists and entered in the Date and selected the Tees and Holes played you then need to decide how you want to enter in your score detail. 

Gstat Pro is designed to accept any level of detail for your score record as you feel comfortable. You can enter in very high summary level data such as just the total score, or a very detailed level of data such as shot charting information for each individual shot you take on the course, or anywhere in between.

Most users will opt to enter in the Hole-by-Hole XE "Hole-by-Hole"  details of their score record.

On the Hole-by-Hole tab you can enter in the following information for each hole:

· Score

· Putts

· Penalties

· Fairways Hit on Tee Shot

· Greens in Regulation

Throughout most of the program the entry fields have an auto-advance XE "Auto-Advance"  feature for the hole-by-hole entry information. What this auto-advance feature does is move the cursor to the next field automatically after you enter in the required information for that field. For example when you enter in the first hole score of “5” the program will automatically move the cursor to the next field so you do not have to manually move the cursor your self.

The sum fields for the Score Out, In, and Total as well as the display fields for all other information on the tab will be filled in after each entry you make.

To enter in your hole-by-hole score record you must go into the Score Window. You can do this by clicking on the Score Window button on the button bar (the fourth from the left) or press the short-cut key of F4.

Once you are in the Score Window, first go to the General tab by clicking on the tab name, if you are not currently on that tab.

· Select the Player Name from the drop down list above the window.
· Select the Course Name from the drop down list above the window.
· Select the Date the score was played by either typing in the Date Score Date field or you can use the Date Slider functions or click on the date format string (e.g. “mm/dd/yyyy”) below the Date Field.
· Select the Tees played by selecting from the Tees options that are available for that course.
· Select the Holes Played either 18-Holes or the Front 9 or Back 9 if you have played 9 holes.
· The rest of the options are optional.
· Click on the Hole-by-Hole tab.
· Enter in the score for each hole. Remember that the program will automatically move the cursor to the next field once you enter in the score value.
· Enter in the putts for each hole. Remember that the program will automatically move the cursor to the next field once you enter in the putt value.
· Enter in the penalties for each hole, if you have any. Remember that the program will automatically move the cursor to the next field once you enter in the penalty value.
· Use the mouse to check the fairway hit box for the hole if you hit the fairway on your tee shot for that hole.
· The Greens in Regulation (GIR) will automatically get set if you enter in the Score and Putts for each hole.
· After you enter in the score detail values, click the [image: image7.png]


 Save Button on the Score Window button bar. This will save the Score record to the database. You can also press the F3 Function Key to save the record.
· You can enter in as many Scores as you wish.  XE "Number of Scores Limit" The only limit on the number is the size of your hard drive. To enter in another score for your group for the same date, just change the Player Name in the Player Name drop down list and enter in the score detail information.
Shot Charting with GStat Pro  XE "Shot Charting Help" 
GStat Pro 4 was designed to be able to take in as little or as much data as you care to record. However, it wasn't designed to do both for a single score record. But it is a little better now that you can enter partial shot charting data.

If you use the Shot Charting Tab correctly, you do NOT have to use any of the other detail tabs in the Score Window, except for the General Tab and Cost Tab.

The Shot Charting Tab will automatically fill in all the other detailed tabs for you when you enter in your detailed shot charting data. For example, it will put in the score, putts, fairways hit, and greens hit in the Hole-by-Hole Tab. Of course, you will have to enter in the complete shot charting data into the Shot Charting Tab to take advantage of this feature. What this means is that you have to enter in all shots taken, along with all putts and select the fairway check box for the holes you hit the fairway. If you use the shot codes and shot description codes (like up & down attempt, recovery shot, good or bad shot, in a bunker, etc) then the other detail tabs will also be filled in from that data.

Let's take an example of a par 4, 380 yards and you hit your driver and lose the ball in the woods on the left. Then you re-tee and hit your driver again, and you hit the fairway. The shot is 140 yards from the pin. You then hit your 8 iron onto the green, 35 feet away from the hole to the left side of the green. The 35 foot putt is an uphill, left to right putt with moderate break. You hit your first putt right and short, and it is still 4 feet away. You make the 4 footer for a score of 6, a double bogie. 

Here is what you would enter into the Shot Charting Tab for the above hole example:

1. Tee Shot: DL = Driver Hit Left

2. Approach 1 Shot: PL = Penalty Lost Ball

3. Approach 2 Shot: D = Driver

4. Approach 3 Shot: 8L = 8-Iron hit Left

5. Putt 1: 35PZNSR = 35 Foot Uphill Left to Right with Moderate Break Hit Short and Right

6. Putt 2: 4 = 4 Foot Putt (made)

You enter in "D" for Driver and "L" (shot direction code) for Left for the tee shot. For the first approach shot you would enter in "P" for penalty and "L" for lost ball. After you tab off the first approach shot, the tee shot field will be marked as a Major Mistake (a blue square will be put around the field). The first approach shot fields background will also turn red. In the second approach shot field you would enter "D" again for your second drive with your driver. In the third approach shot you would enter "8" for your 8-iron and "L" for hitting it Left. Once on the green you move to the putt fields. 

In the first putt field, you would enter the number of feet you are away from the hole. In this case you are 35 feet away, then you enter in the type of putt it is. In this example, the putt was an uphill (P), left to right (Z) putt with moderate (N) break. Since the first putt was short and right, you would enter "S" to indicate that the putt was Short and "R" to indicate the putt was hit right of the target. In the second putt field, you enter in 4 and then move on to the next hole. Since you made the putt you don't put anything else into any of the other putt fields for that hole.

A note on using penalty codes:

When you enter the "PL" for the first approach shot, and then tab off that field, it will turn the background red, and it will put a blue square around the previous shot field, marking it as a Major Mistake. Marking a shot as a Recovery shot will also do this. Since a shot that has caused you a penalty stroke is most definetaly a bad shot and a Major Mistake. The program will also put a "1" in the penalty field in the Hole-by-Hole Tab, and it will put a "1" in the Major Mistakes Tab for a bad tee shot. It will also update the Shot Summary tab.

Let's now take an example where you didn't hit the green but had a short chip to the green. Let's say you hit your driver left into the rough. Hit a 6 iron short of the green and chipped up short of the hole to within 15 feet with your wedge and made the Moderate Left to Right putt for par. You would record the following on the shot chart:

Before you tab off the Approach 2 field, you would mark the shot as an Up & Down attempt. There are a few ways you can do this, but the easiest, in my opinion, is to press the control key shortcut of Ctrl-Z. This will turn the background light blue. Then after you put the 15 for the first putt the program will know that you have just made an up and down (and also a par save). This will be reflected in the Short Game Tab and also update the Shot Summary Tab and all other tabs. For example, if you would have missed the green with the wedge. Then hit another wedge, to the green, you would have indicated that the third approach shot was also an Up & Down attempt. Once you did this, the program would put a blue square around the previous shot, indicating that it was a Major Mistake.

The program would also update the Major Mistakes Tab and put a "1" in the category of Missed the Green from Within 50 Yards.

If you give the program all the information of your game, it will make the appropriate entries into the detail tabs so you do not have to.

The distance mode of the Shot Charting tab is used to record the distance the shot was taken from. NOT the distance the club was hit. So if you hit your 8 iron from 140 yards out, then you would enter the 140 into the same field as you entered the 8 into but only in the distance mode (Approach shot 3, from the example above).

The Club Analysis uses these entries to compute actual distance hit. If you do not enter any shot codes in the 8 iron shot and you hit the green, the program will assume you hit the shot the full 140 yards. But if you put "8S" and then 25 feet for the first putt, the program will know that the 8 iron was short 25 feet, or 8.3 yards. So the actual distance the 8 iron would be 131.7 yards. You have to use the shot codes to indicate what the shot did. Was it long, short, left, or right? If the shot was right and still 25 feet away from the pin, the program will again assume the shot went the full 140 yards. If it was long, it will compute the distance the shot went as 148.3 yards (140 plus the 8.3 yards). 

As for the example of the 6 iron shot that was short, if it was hit from 165 yards, and the next shot was hit from 25 yards away, then the computed distance of the shot would be 165 - 25 = 140.

Appendix A XE "Importing GStat 3.1b Data" 
Importing a GStat 3.1b Database into GStat Pro 4
To import a GStat 3.1b database into a GStat Pro database do the following:

Start GStat Pro 4

If you do not have a database open (if you have a database open, when you start the program, the information line on the bottom of the screen will say "yourfile.mdb Database opened"), then you must either

· Create a New Database by

· Select File | New Database from the main menu

· When the New file dialog opens, input a file name and select the drive and directory where you want to store it. Usually the best place is in the same directory where you installed GStat Pro 4.

· Click the Ok button.

· Open an Existing Database

· Select File | Open Database from the main menu

· When the Open file dialog opens, select the file you wish to open.

Importing GStat 3.1 Data into GStat Pro 4.

· Select Utilities | Import Data | Import from GStat 3.x Database from the main menu
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Now you have to import the various data from 3.x. It's best to import the Course Data first. Select GStat 3.x Course Table

· When the Open File for Importing dialog appears, the program is asking you to tell it where you have put your GStat 3.x database. This file is called GSTAT30.MBD and is in the directory where you installed GStat 3.1b.

· Change the Drive/Directory to where you installed GStat 3.1b and click the Open button. The file name should be GSTAT30.MDB.

· Now import the Player Database by going back to step one and replace the Course with Player and do the same thing.

· The Open File for importing dialog will remember where you last looked for the GStat 3.x files, so all you have to do is click the OK button when the dialog comes up in the future.

Then import the Player Table and then import the Entire Scores Table by following the above steps again, but replacing the GStat 3.x Course Table with GStat 3.x Entire Score Table. .

Appendix B
Moving your existing Database and Installing a New Version on a New Computer XE "Transfering Data to New Computer" 
You should first download a FULL version of the updated program from my website. I'll describe the procedure below. 

1. Go to the web site http://www.magadraw.com
2. Click on the Product button on the top of the page

3. Click on GStat Pro 4 link under the Now Order Online link

4. Click on the Download GStat Pro 4 Beta graphic near the top of the page

5. Enter in your name and other information and then click the Download button

6. Click on the Click Here to Download GStat Pro ?.?.? Phase III Beta at the top of the page. If your browser prompts you with the "Unknown File Type" dialog, make sure you click on the Save File... button to save the file.

7. When downloading the file, make sure you KNOW where it is stored on your hard drive. You might want to put it on your desktop to make it easy to find. The way you do that is when the Save As... dialog appears, change the Save in: location to your Desktop. Click on the drop down arrow for the selection and go to the top of the list and select Desktop. Then click the Save button.

8. Look on your desktop for the file named GStat???.exe. (where ??? is the version number of the program) the icon will look like a little yellow open box with a window behind it. dbl-click this icon to start the install program.

9. Follow the prompts on the screen. Make sure you select the defaults for where the program wants to be installed. This will make it easier for me to do user support since i know where everything is going.

Now we need to transfer your data to the new computer.

1. From the old computer you need to copy the database to a floppy to transfer it to the new computer. If you created the database when you started using GStat, the file is most likely located in the same folder you installed GStat into. The default folder is C:\Program Files\GStat Pro 4.0. You can get the exact path of the file (database) from within the program. If you start GStat Pro and then close any open windows. Then from the main menu click on the File menu. You'll see your database listed below the Exit item. It should be the first one. This gives the entire path of the database file. Write it down so you have it handy. 

2. NOTE: if you have changed ANY Options in the Program Options of the program, you'll need to go into the Program Options and note down anything that you may have changed. These settings are not included in the database.

3. The easiest way to get the file to a floppy disk is as follows.

4. dbl-click on My Computer icon on your desktop

5. dbl-click on your C: hard drive icon

6. dbl-click on the Program Files folder

7. dbl-click on the GStat Pro 4.0 folder

8. Look for your database file within this folder. It might have an icon that looks like a yellow key on a piece of white paper. 

9. Single click on the file to select it.

10. Right click your mouse and select properties from the pop up menu.

11. Look at the Size: value. if it is less than 1.44mb it will fit on a floppy disk without you having to zip or compress the file. If the file is larger than 1.44, let me know and i'll tell you how to zip it.

12. Click on cancel to close the properties dialog.

13. Insert a blank floppy disk into your A: drive.

14. Right click on the file again and select Send To... from the pop up menu.

15. Then select 3 1/2 Floppy (A) from the sub menu. You should hear the disk being accessed and the file copy dialog will appear.

16. After the file has been copied, we need to copy the file to the new computer.

17. Take the floppy disk out of the drive and take it to the new computer.

To copy the database from the floppy to the new computer.

1. Insert the floppy disk into the A: drive.

2. dbl-click on My Computer icon on the desktop.

3. dbl-click on the 3 1/2 Floppy (A:) drive

4. Right click on your database and click on Copy from the pop up menu.

5. Close the floppy drive window.

6. From the My Computer window, dbl-click on the C: drive icon

7. dbl-click on the Program Files folder

8. dbl-click on the GStat Pro 4.0 folder

9. Move the mouse to a blank area in the window, not touching any files, and right click the mouse. This will bring up a pop up menu with the Paste item. Select Paste from the menu. (if you do not see the Paste item, you may have right clicked on a file, move to a blank area and try again).

10. You will see the copy dialog and the file appear in the window.

11. Close all windows on your desktop.

Now you need to start GStat Pro and open the database in the program so you can use it.

1. Start GStat Pro by dbl-clicking on the icon GStat Pro 4 Beta on your desktop.

2. Select File | Open Database from the main menu. 

3. When the Open GStat Pro Database dialog appears, make sure that Look in: field is pointing the c:\Program Files\GStat Pro 4.0 folder. if it is not, then make sure you select it.

4. You will see your database file listed in the file list. You will also see the Test1.mdb that comes with the program.

5. dbl-click on your database file to open it.

6. The program will run some tests on the newly opened database. Make sure you answer yes to the question of updating the ESC table.

Now your database is open and ready to use.
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
